Gender of nouns
There are no articles used with nouns. There are three genders: masculine, feminine and neu-
ter. Both animate and inanimate nouns have a gender which depends on a word ending.
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Masculine nouns normally end with a consonant or -ii: Topon (city), Homep (number), TUIKEH
(DJ). Common exceptions: mana (dad), nans (uncle), my>xauna (man).

Feminine nouns normally end with —a or —s1: dbamunus (surname), bupma (firm)

Neuter nouns end with —o or —e: oT4ecTBO (middle name), 3nanue (building). Common excep-
tion: uMms (name)

Most nouns ending with —b can be masculine or feminine: ceTs (fem. network), neub (masc.

day), ctuns (masc. style).
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
