Appendix 5 Past Tense

The Past Tense in Russian is really quite easy to form. Using the past tense will allow you
to tell stories in Russian, which is useful for explaining a little about yourself to people
you meet.

In English there are quite a number of different past tenses, but in Russian there is simply
one. Instead Russian uses the concept of aspects to indicate whether an action is
completed or not.

In the past tense you have to look at the gender of the subject. You need to take the stem
of the verb and add one of the following endings:

Masculine: -1 : pabdértan (worked) 51 pa6dran Buepd. I worked yesterday

Feminine: -a : pa6drana (worked) OHa pabdrana B nisituuily. She worked on Friday.
Neuter: -710 : pabdtano (worked) Kadhé He pabdTano Ha BeixomHbix. Café didn’t work on
weekend.

Plural: -nmu : pa6dtanu (worked). Mbi pa6dTanu B Pocciin B mpéuuiom romy. We worked in
Russia last year.

Notice: The verb endings match with the different forms of the pronoun ox (he). This
should help you remember how to form the verbs. When using pronouns such as s (1), Tb
(you), and BasI (you) it will depend on the gender of the actual person concerned:
